CEO Corner: National Health Center Week A Great Showcase For Us  

Health Care Reform Update:  Legal Challenges to Individual Mandate 
A regular feature on how health care reform will affect South Bay Family Health Care 

O ne of the most controversial as-

pects of health care reform, the 

requirement of individuals to purchase 

coverage, also known as the 

ñindividual mandate,ò continues to 

draw legal challenges.  Court rulings, 

however, have been mixed, with six 

federal judges ruling it constitutional 

and five determining it is not.  Thus, it 

is expected that the Supreme Court 

will ultimately have to decide whether 

health care reform, as it is currently 

written in the Affordable Care Act, 

will become the law of the land.   

     The central issue is whether Con-

gress can require people to purchase 

health insuranceðor any productðif 

they donôt want to.  And this mandate 

to buy insurance is believed by most 

observers to be essential to health care 

reform, as it is currently designed.  It 

works like this:  The new law requires 

insurers to enroll anyone who applies 

(the ñguaranteed issueò provision.)  It 

also prevents insurers from charging 

higher rates to enrollees based upon 

their health status.  Thus, the thinking 

goes, if insurers 

must cover eve-

ryone regardless 

of their health 

status, individu-

als must also be 

required to pur-

chase health 

insurance, so 

that there will 

be a sufficiently 

large pool of 

people across 

which insurers 

can spread the 

risk.  Insurers 

need to enroll 

healthy people, whose premiums offset 

the claims submitted by sicker people.  

Otherwise, there could be a dispropor-

tionately large number of sicker people 

in the system, who would file a greater 

number of claimsðand higher-cost 

claimsðwhich would raise the cost of 

premiums for everyone.   

     Itôs unknown if the rest of the 

health care reform provisions would 

survive a court challenge, or work at 

all if somehow the individual mandate 

portion is struck down.  But it certainly 

looks like the individual mandate will 

end up at the Supreme Court. See the 

chart for recent rulings.
